A Go8-C9 HDR forum
Information for Applicants

This Go8-C9 forum will bring together 34 doctoral students from China and Australia to exchange ideas across disciplines and across national boundaries on key global issues relating to water management.  Each of the participating universities will select two top students – potential leaders of the next generation of researchers – to present their perspectives on this topic within an interdisciplinary context.  A research leadership workshop will follow and draw on the findings of the forum.  Participants will also have the opportunity to attend the Australian and Trans-Tasman finals of the Three Minute Thesis (3MTTM) competition in which research higher degree students have three minutes in which to present their thesis topic in language appropriate to an intelligent but non-specialist audience. 

Purpose: To strengthen links between Go8 and C9 universities, facilitate collaboration between Australia and China and create professional linkages between the future  research leaders of the two countries.
Host university: The University of Queensland 

Date: 8 October to 12 October 2012
Venue: The University of Queensland, Brisbane Australia
Funding: Each Go8 member university will select and support two of its doctoral HDR students to attend and participate in all the forum activities.  Each C9 university will select and fund two doctoral HDR students to travel to Australia and to participate in all the forum and workshop activities.  
Eligibility:
Australian students must be enrolled in a research degree at a Go8 University, be Australian citizens or Australian permanent residents and have no established links with China (including through living, studying or working in China). Eligible students include those currently under examination.  

Applicants should have excellent verbal communication and an ability to present ideas simply and clearly in a multicultural and cross disciplinary environment.
Selection Criteria:

The applicant’s research topic and proposed paper should relate to the topic of the forum and preferably involve an interdisciplinary approach.
· Excellence and innovation in research.
· Evidence of the applicant’s potential for research leadership. 

· Communication skills 

Process:
Applicants should send their completed application form (attached), their CV and a 500 word abstract of their proposed paper to [their university contact] by XXXX 2012.  

Each university will conduct its own assessment of its applications and select two (one from science/engineering and one from social sciences/humanities) to attend the forum.  

Each university will then email the details of its two successful applicants, together with the abstract of their proposed presentation, to the Go8 Steering committee at hdrforum@go8.edu.au.  The final date for the Go8 to receive these nominations is 13 August 2012.

The committee recommends that only PDF formats are used for the above files. MS Office files (Word, Excel and PowerPoint) are also accepted.
